Education Center. I can look around more, visit

the Touch Table again, and see the antler
tower (but not touch it).
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Inside the Mills Education Center, I will use a
quiet voice and walk to keep everyone safe. If

we go outside to play, I may run and use
louder voices if my teacher says it is okay.
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Some classes eat lunch at the Mills Education
Center. We may also have time to play

outside. My teacher will tell me where to sit
and what we are allowed to do.
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When our visit is done, we will line up with our
teacher and walk back to the bus. I will get

back on safely, find my seat, and ride back to
school with my class.
